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In Summary: This template is important because it is the basis for every verb. It contains all the
different aspects concerning the basis for the conjugation of the Verb. It tells about — the one who is
speaking or who is addressed or spoken about. It also tells whether the one spoken to is Masculine or
feminine, and finally it clarifies whether the one speaking is one or more; the one spoken to and the
one spoken about is one or two or more than 2 (i.e. 3+). So it needs to be learnt well — in shaa Al'zaah
